High pressure water jetting is very hazardous process; therefore, it is a requirement for anyone involved in Drain & Sewer Cleaning using water jetting to have knowledge and understanding of the hazards involved in water jetting so they can operate safely. 
 
This includes typical hazards, legal requirements, pre-start checklist, safety devices, competent teams, water jetting equipment, health concerns and typical controls and PPE.

Access to the Purple Code of Practice ‘For the Safe Use of Pressure Washer Equipment’ will
be given to each candidate via the WJA App. This can be done by scanning a QR Code on
the day of the course.  
 
Course pressure: up to 275 bar (4000 psi) flow rate to 22 lpm
 
People who operate Pressure Washer Equipment, people who manage and design cleaning
tasks using Pressure Washing Equipment  
 
The Pressure Washer card/ certificate is valid for a period of 3 years before it needs to be renewed.   
 
This course provides knowledge and assists in the understanding of Pressure Washing by means of assessments in: 
 
• Theory
• Operational skills
• Understanding and knowledge
• Safe use of equipment  
 
Assessments are a balance of theory in a classroom environment and practical using live water jetting equipment.
 
The pressures will not exceed 500 bar (7,250 psi) and  candidates must be able to comfortably control the jetting equipment, this includes managing reaction force through manual handling.
 
The training does NOT cover works that involves confined space entry into chambers, tanks, wet wells, or vessels. To carry out work in these conditions, operatives must have a recognised confined space entry course.

	Text Field 13: To be at least 16 years of age and employed by a company or in a structured training course.
To be at least 18 years of age if unemployed or not on a structured training course.
To be able to understand English.
 
This standalone course is for candidates who want to hold a Pressure Washing (PW) card.  This course needs to be refeshed every three years.  Candidates have 3 months before / 3 months after expiry date to refresh cards.
