People who manage and design the cleaning of pipework using electro mechanical equipment.
This course provides knowledge and assists in the understanding of EM through:
•         Theory.
•         Operational skills.
•         Understanding and knowledge.
•         Safe use of equipment.
•         PPE
 
The electro mechanical card / certificate is valid for a period of 3 years before it needs to be renewed.
 
Assessments are a balance of theory in the classroom environment and practical using electro mechanical equipment.
 
The WJA aims to minimise the hazards and risks involved in electro mechanical clearing and cleaning.

Electro mechanical equipment and use presents a range of dangers involved within the process of cleaning; therefore, it is a requirement for anyone involved in electro mechanical works to have knowledge and understanding of the hazards involved in so they can operate safely. 
 
This includes typical hazards, legal requirements, pre-start checklist, safety devices, competent teams, health concerns and PPE.
